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	PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

	Objective.  The objective of the Model-Netics® Instructor Training Program (ITP) is to prepare instructors to teach the Basic Course in Model-Netics using the standardized content and method of presentation.  

Prerequisite.  ITP candidates should have completed the Basic Course in Model-Netics (instructor-led or computer-based training) and the pre-ITP self-study program.  Their backgrounds should include experience in management and/or training.  

ITP Design.  The ITP integrates classroom instruction and actual teaching experience.  It is organized into four parts:



	Part I – Initial Training.  ITP Part I is conducted by Main Event Management Corporation (MEMC) in Houston, Texas.   Instructor candidates are trained to deliver the first ten sessions (the first half) of the Basic Course in Model-Netics.  Preparation procedures and teaching techniques are stressed, and the candidates practice-teach the models in the first three sessions.  Attendance is required for all training sessions.
Schedule:   Part I Session starts at 7:45 a.m., Monday, March 1, 2010, and concludes at 2:30 p.m., Wednesday, March 3, 2010.

	Part III – Continued Training.  Part III is similar to Part I.  The candidates return to Houston* and are trained to teach the second half of the program (last ten sessions).  In Part III, the candidates are also introduced to exercises that sharpen their teaching skills and to techniques for applying the 151 models.  Attendance at all ITP sessions is required for initial certification.


Schedule:  Part III Session starts at 7:45 a.m., Monday, June 14, 2010 and concludes at 2:30 p.m., Wednesday, June 16, 2010.


	Part II – Teaching.  After completion of ITP Part I, the instructor candidates teach the first ten sessions of Model-Netics at their own organizations soon after the completion of ITP Part I.  During Part II, an MEMC instructor coach is assigned to each candidate to provide coaching and evaluation of the instruction.


	Part IV – Teaching.  After completion of ITP Part III, the candidates return to their organizations and teach the final ten sessions to their classes.

	The ITP Instructor Kit is sent to each candidate upon receipt of a completed registration form and tuition.  The Kit includes:
a. Instructor Training Program Manual.  The ITP Manual contains instructions for teaching Model-Netics; instructor notes designed to improve the candidate’s skill and teaching knowledge; and a section devoted to the Model-Netics Instructor Evaluation Program.
b. Model-Netics Instructor Manual.  The Model-Netics Instructor Manual contains a definition page for each of the 151 models in the system.
c. Demonstration Session CD Set.  These recordings demonstrate the presentation of each session and all models in the Model-Netics Course.
d. Trainer Session CD Set.  The trainer recordings offer an in-depth discussion of model content and concepts along with an overview of the objectives of each session in the Model-Netics Course.
e. Model-Netics Electronic Session Grids (ESG).  The ESG is a CD based PowerPoint program developed for computer projection instruction.  It includes all session grids, cyber-charts and a timed Recognition Review.


	TRANSFER / CANCELLATION POLICY

	The transfer/cancellation policy for the Model-Netics ITP is as follows:
a. Substitutions.  You may make participant substitutions for registered instructor candidates (without penalty) up to the day of the first session of the ITP, but not thereafter.
b. Requests to Transfer.  A written Request to Transfer to a future ITP will be accepted without penalty if received by MEMC at least 30 days prior to the ITP.  If the written Request to Transfer is received less than 30 but more than 14 days prior to the ITP, a $250 reservation release fee will be assessed for administrative costs incurred.  If the written Request to Transfer is received less than 14 days prior to the commencement of the ITP, a $500 reservation release fee will be assessed.
c. Cancellations.  Written notification of cancellation must be received at least 30 days prior to the ITP start date.  If written notification is not received at least 30 days prior to the ITP start date, a $1,000 cancellation fee will be charged.  If the Instructor Kit is not returned unused, an additional fee of $1,000 will be assessed.
d. No-Show.  No refund of tuition (full or partial) is available for failure to attend the ITP.
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
